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School Sponsored
Publications

Issues on which opposing points of view have been
responsibly promoted may be introduced in a school sponsored
publication provided that all proponents are given an equal
opportunity to present thair views.

In order to ascertain that school sponsored publications
do not violate the standards established by this policy, the
Board regqguires that ea:h publication be subnitted to the
Principal for review i1 advance of its distribution. A
publication that conrains material in violation of this policy
may not be distributed.

Where the Principal cannot show, within two school days,
that the publication violates the prohibitions of this policy,
the publication must ke released for distribution. The
Principal's determinaticn, if any, that the publication
violates this policy rust be supported by references to

specific material in the publication. Material cannot be
censored merely because it 1is personally offensive to the
reviewer or may tend to embarrass the BRoard. Pupils must be

offered the opportunity =20 modify or delete any material that
violates this policy.

The Principal's de-ermination may be appealed to the
Superintendent and the Board.

The Board reguires that the distribution of school
publications take place only at the places and during the times
established by regulatisn in order that the instructional
pregram is not disrupted.

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Co=Curricular Activities

Good Disciplinary Standing

Good disciplinary standing shall mean thag a pupil is not
eligible to participate while serving a suspension.

When a pupil already participating in an extraqurriculgr
activity is reported for an infraction of the rules for public
conduct, the Principal shall review the matter with .t?e
appropriate school personnel and determine the pupil’s
eligibility.

Attendance

The district’s atterdance policy shall also apply.

Notwithstanding the:e standards, a pupil who has commenced
preparation for participation in a public performance of a
concert, recital, drama, debate or the like may be permitted tO
continue to participate until the pupil has completed the
pexrformance.

Pupil Activities

When a pupil is jparticipating in any school gponsored
activity, the pupil must be under the direct supervision of a

teacher, c¢oach or advisor. A puril on suspension may not
participate in extracurricular activities during the time gf
suspension, A pupil who is absent from school or is not in
school a minimum of “our hours may not participate in

extracurricular activities on the day of absence without the
written permission of the Principal.

The Superintendent chall prepare procedures to implement a
co-curricular program and shall assess the needs and interests
of the pupils of this d.strict and provide foxr the continuing
evaluation of the co-curricular program.
